East Tennessee State University maintains the
Archives of Appalachia in an effort to preserve the
written words, images and sounds of life in Appalachia.
“The Archives of Appalachia’s goal is to preserve the
special heritage that we have as residents of this unique
area,” said Norma Myers, Director of the Archives.

The collection includes items from the famous
and the not so famous. Longtime Congressman Jimmy
Quillen’s Congressional office is recreated with the
original furnishings in one area. The letters and
pictures of a local Vietnam War veteran are maintained
in the Archives as well. Recordings from the legendary
country music family, The Stonemans, is among the
extensive music collection.

General Shale Products Corporation maintains
the Museum of Ancient Brick at its corporate office
location on Roan Street. Samples of brick dating to
ancient times, including a brick excavated from the site
of the ancient city of Jericho in the Middle East, are
housed in the facility.

“The museum was started to preserve the
history of the brick making craft,” according to Bob
Propes, Director of Promotions and National
Accounts for General Shale, “For most people, the
bricks in our museum are the oldest man-made

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are regularly treated to a variety of musical styles and
genres at Freedom Hall. Past performances include
Trace Adkins, Sara Evans, Mercy Me, Audio
Adrenaline, and the Johnson City Symphony
Orchestra. Broadway productions such as Cats and
Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat have
entertained Freedom Hall audiences as well.

Downtown Johnson City is the site of First
Friday events from May to October and the annual
Blue Plum Festival in June. Both the festival and the
First Friday events are celebrations of the historical
legacy of downtown. The programs feature live music,
artists and vendors offering their crafts and collectibles
for sale as well as other scheduled activities.

The annual Umoja/Unity Festival takes place
in August on the grounds of Freedom Hall. The festival
is a celebration of our area’s African American culture.
It additionally helps raise awareness of diversity, other
cultures and traditions in our area.

Jonesborough hosts the International
Storytelling Festival every October. The event brings
together the world’s best-known and loved storytellers.
The streets of town and the storytelling tents are full of
listeners of all ages.

The annual Jonesborough Days festival is held
each July. The festival received recognition by the
Southeast Tourism Society as one of the top 20 events
in the south. The festival features music, food and fun
with the addition of a parade down Main Street and
Saturday night fireworks.

Scattered throughout the year and around the
county are a multitude of smaller events. If you are
looking for some unique experiences, the Johnson
City/Washington County area is full of events,
festivals, and the fair!
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Rocky Mount is the oldest original territorial
capitol still standing in the U.S. Built circa 1770, the
two-story log house was originally constructed to reflect
the distinguished family that lived within, complete
with glass windows, pine mantels and a large fireplace. It
was also a choice worthy of Territorial Governor
William Blount, who, in 1790, selected Rocky Mount as
his headquarters, converting it into the first capitol of
the Southwest Territory.

The house, belonging to William Cobb, had
always accommodated “over-mountain men” weary from
traveling such as pioneers Daniel Boone and John
Sevier, who knew it to be a place of warmth and
gladness. Even Andrew Jackson stayed there while he
waited for his license to practice law in Jonesborough.

Today, the Rocky Mount frontier home is a
museum, complete with weaving cabin, blacksmith shop
and garden. Costumed interpreters give tours of the
original main house and the other outbuildings, offering
guests a first-hand glimpse of what pioneer life was like
over two centuries ago.

Also on the Rocky Mount property is the
Massengill Museum of Overmountain History, which
features a period room with common items of pioneer
life, such as homemade tools, pottery, clothing and a
wagon that were all used over 200 years ago.

Rocky Mount is open to the public and hosts
several events throughout the year. “Wooly Day” is a day
of sheep shearing and herding, and in the summer,
families are invited to experience an eighteenth-century
wedding.

The Tipton Haynes State Historical Site was
built by John Tipton, a member of the 1776
Constitutional Convention. It was restored to the style
when it was the home of Landon Carter Haynes, a
Confederate Senator. Enjoy a museum, gift shop,
limestone cave, nature trails, and herb garden.

If you have a love of the theater, Johnson City
and the surrounding area is the place to be. With
theaters that date back to the ‘20s and ‘30s, viewers
appreciate quality productions in authentic
establishments.

The Johnson City Community Theater is one
of Tennessee's oldest community theaters, founded
April 19, 1924. Since then, it has consistently
produced dramas, mysteries and musical comedies for
the public's enjoyment. The Johnson City Community
Theater boasts an unbroken record of consecutive
performances spanned over 75 years, even hosting
events during the Great Depression and two
world wars.

The Jonesborough Repertory Theater (JRT)
values live theater as a way to provide uplifting and
enriching experiences to the community. JRT also
celebrates education, offering drama classes to young
adults preparing for college theater and to actors
pursuing a career in the professional world of theater.
There are also classes for children ages K-12 that teach
acting, drama and musical theater, and playwriting
and storytelling.

Some other great places to experience live
theater productions in the area are ETSU's Division of
Theater and Milligan College's Theater for Young
Audiences. Both of these seek to educate and prepare
students in the world of professional theater through
the performance of memorable productions for the
community. Milligan College helps spark imagination
and literary skills in local children through the
productions of the Theater for Young Children, and
Milligan students benefit from entertaining the
children.

Since 2004, the Niswonger Performing Arts
Center (NPAC) in Greeneville has hosted events for
the community’s enjoyment. NPAC was originally
intended to be the Greeneville High School
auditorium until a group of local businessman proposed
the idea of a community performing arts center to
benefit children and adults alike. Today, NPAC
continues to broaden art and cultural development of
residents of Greeneville and surrounding communities

through theater productions and music concerts.

Bristol’s Theater Group owns the
Paramount Center for Arts located on State Street
in downtown Bristol. Built in 1931 and situated on
the line dividing Tennessee and Virginia, the
Paramount Center still hosts many community
events today, from Broadway shows to band
concerts to ballet. Restoration of the Paramount
began in the 80s, and the theater, its marquees, and
the two-story high sign bearing the theater’s name
are now as magnificent as they ever were. The
Paramount is truly a center for the arts and home
to several local organizations, such as the Piedmont
Theatre Organ Society, the Bristol Ballet Company
and the Bristol Concert Choir.

Lastly, the Barter Theatre, located in
Abingdon, VA, was established during the
Depression and got its name from community
members “bartering” their way into shows, offering
vegetables, dairy products and even livestock as
payment. Barter still produces shows today, often
two or three different plays throughout the day,
although nowadays payment is limited to cash,
check or credit card.
